The law requires that the new property owafegr a foreclosur@vhether a bank or a new buyer) nusivide anotice
to the renter before the renter needs to move:

¥ You have the right to continue to live in the home until the end of yourdeasminimum of 90 days.
¥ If a new owners going to use thpropertyastheir primary residen¢gou still have 9@lays to vacate.
¥ Even if you have a morfto-month oral agreement with the property owner,stitiumust recee a 90daynotice.

A notice of foreclosure sale doR©T constitute eviction notice; even if thank sells the propertgp a new ownethat
new owner will still be required to provide you with a@dy notice.

If you receive a eviction noticeafterforeclosureor anotice of foreclosure salenmediately contact theew ownerto
find where to send the rent paymelOU MUST CONTINUE PAYING YOUR RENT.

You shouldmake a filancluding all correspondence from the bank armbpy of the original leasdf you haveno lease,
find copies of your checks or money ordeosn previous rent paymentgou may need these materifas future
reference.
