Q: Should I stay at the resort or find lodging nearby?
A: If you're attending all three days of the conference, we highly recommend staying in town to
fully immerse yourself in the experience.

Q: How early should I arrive to check in?
A: Check-in details will be shared closer to the event. We recommend arriving about 40
minutes before the event begins. If you're staying at the resort or nearby, consider arriving
Monday morning to check in to your accommodations and enjoy some recreational activities
before the conference starts. Be sure to stop by the check-in table to pick up your name tag
and program.
